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Background and Objectives: One of the most important and essential
needs of any educational system is the presence of efficient, effective, and
good teachers. The term "good teacher" refers to educators who exhibit
qualities of inspiration, effectiveness, and efficiency. This study aimed to
analyze the experiences and perceptions of secondary school students
regarding the characteristics of a good teacher. Methods: This qualitative
research was conducted using a phenomenological approach within an
interpretive paradigm. The participants were students from a public boys'
high school, from which 33 people were purposefully selected. Data were
collected through in-depth, semi-structured interviews and analyzed using
Graneheim and Lundman’s (2004) qualitative content analysis method
with an inductive approach. Lincoln and Guba’s (1985) evaluation method
was employed to ensure the validity and reliability of the study. Findings:
The findings were categorized into two main themes (knowledge and
skills traits and personal traits) and five subcategories (effective teaching,
effective classroom management, life skills coaching, behavioral traits,
and ethical traits), encompassing 77 concepts. Conclusion: Ultimately,
the study identifies a good teacher as managerial, knowledgeable,
trustworthy,  responsible,  sociable, friendly, empathetic, and
understanding. The teacher's role extends beyond the school, continuing
into their daily life to strengthen and develop these qualities. The study
also highlights the importance of focusing on the identified categories to
improve teacher quality and student progress, suggesting these categories
as a guide for designing teacher training curricula in relevant universities,
particularly in their in-service training programs.
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
